Eligibility
Any pre-college student may apply for this scholarship for use in paying for private music lessons, band camp registration, or honor band registration. Preference will be given to those in the communities of Atlantic and Cass County, as well as to active school band members. This scholarship is not to be used for college. Due consideration will be given to any applicant with slight deviations from these requirements. The applicant is encouraged to include a note explaining any circumstances differing from the requirements detailed above.
Amount
Up to $200. We're flexible about how we distribute the award, but the best option is always for us to write the check directly to the band camp or private instructor, so please apply before the scholarship deadline prior to your respective registration deadline.
Statement of Intent
Please provide us with a short (250-300 words) statement of how you will bring your experience or education back to your community (this could be the form of formal performance, playing at a nursing home, organizing a musical event, or a variety of other things) or how the experience will help you be a better contributor or leader in your home band program. We request that you let us know of upcoming concerts following or at the camp, honor band, or lessons that this scholarship will fund, so that Popcorn Button members may attend.
Deadline
In order to accommodate as many opportunities as possible, there are two deadlines each year: May 1st and November 1st. The application must be submitted prior to attending the camp or honor band, and prior to the conclusion of the series of lessons.
Availability
The funds from this scholarship come from free-will donations given to the band at their dances. Any amount exceeding the operating expenses of the band go to this scholarship. Availability of this scholarship may vary depending on number of band events held per year.
